Early Email Entry Explained: If you think that you are probably coming to the event, and have a fair idea of which course you would like to run, please would you email your name and course to: grampoc@gmail.com , by noon on Saturday 12th November. To help us filter the emails, it would be helpful (but not essential) if you put EEE Raemoir in the subject line for the email.

For those who send in an early email entry, you just come to registration at the event, pay for your run and pick up a timing brikke (there is no need to complete an entry slip).  A map will be reserved for you up till 12 noon on Sunday.

Please note that this is not a full pre-entry. It's entirely on a ‘no obligation’ basis and no charge will be made if you cannot come to the event. No money is being taken in advance.
